Cooperation, signed in Warsaw on 27 January 1998,

Have agreed as follows:
1. Culture and art

Article 1

In the field of cinematography, the Parties shall support direct cooperation of institutions,
organisations and other entities in the area of film production, provision of film-making
services, exchange of films, mutual organisation of film screenings and participation in
international film festivals organised in the territory of the Parties, in accordance with the
rules of such festivals.

Article 2

. The Parties shall facilitate the promotion of works by composers of the other Party.

. The Parties shall promote direct cooperation between music institutions from the two
countries.

. The Parties, to the extent practicable, shall support the organisation of master courses and
workshops in the field of music, as well as the implementation of the “I, CULTURE
Orchestra” project.




Article 3

The Parties shall encourage the participation of their artists and groups in international artistic
festivals and other important cultural events in the territory of the other Party.

Article 4

The Parties shall encourage direct agreements between museums, including measures aimed
at the mutual presentation of collections and organisation of exhibitions.

Article 5

The Parties shall promote cooperation in the field of intangible heritage, and facilitate the
participation of their representatives in folk festivals and folk art and handicraft events
organised in the other Party.

Article 6

1. The Parties shall facilitate direct contacts between institutions responsible for the
protection and restoration of monuments and archaeology. The Parties shall support the
implementation of joint projects in these fields.

2. The Parties shall cooperate to protect monuments constituting the common cultural
heritage of the two nations, situated in the territory of the two countries.

3. The Polish side invites Armenian researchers to participate in the “Thesaurus Poloniae”
scholarship programme, coordinated by the International Cultural Centre.in Krakow; the
programme is addressed to foreign researchers of the history and cultural heritage of the
Republic of Poland.

Article 7

1. The Parties shall cooperate to prevent the illicit import, export and transfer of the
ownership of cultural property constituting their cultural heritage, in compliance with their
domestic laws and international conventions to which the two countries are party.

. The Parties agree that cultural property illicitly exported from the territory of one Party and
illicitly imported into the territory of the other Party shall be returned.

Article 8

The Parties shall promote direct cooperation between the state archives of the two countries,
with particular reference to the access to archives for scientific, social and legal purposes,
pursuant to direct agreement between such archives.




Article 9

The Parties shall support and develop direct cooperation between the libraries of the two
countries.

II. Science and education

Article 10

In their cooperation, the Parties shall devote particular attention to the following issues:

1) exchange of information on their systems of education, plans of their development and
directions of reforms; .

2) in-service training of teachers and training of experts in fields of particular interest to
both Parties;

3) promoting cooperation between schools and educational institutions at all levels;

4) promoting joint scientific events, conferences, symposia, youth Olympiads of
knowledge and school competitions.

Article 11

. The Parties shall act to establish contacts and direct cooperation between academies of
science, higher education institutions and other scientific institutions of the two countries
in the areas of:

1) joint scientific research;
2) exchange of teaching staff, scientists and experts for the purposes of conducting lectures
and participating in scientific congresses, seminars, conferences and symposia;
3) exchange of scientific publications and information.

2. The relevant institutions from the two countries shall determine in detail the areas of their

cooperation and related financial issues.

Article 12

Each year, the Armenian side shall grant the Polish side a total of 18 months of research
internships, lasting from one to nine months each, tuition-free, and without scholarship
benefits.

Article 13

Each year, the Polish side shall grant the Armenian side:

1) up to four places at first-cycle programmes, second-cycle programmes or long-cycle
Master’s degree programmes;

2) two places at PhD studies in different fields, tuition-free, and without scholarship

benefits;
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3) a total of ten months of research internships lasting from one to nine months each,
tuition-free, and without scholarship benefits

Article 18

5) exchange of coaches and training staff in various sports disciplines.

. The relevant institutions of the two countries shall determine the terms of exchange and
related financial issues.

Article 20

The Parties shall support cooperation within the United Nations Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) in the fields of culture, education and science, as well as
direct cooperation in these fields between their National Commissions for UNESCO.

V.  Exchange of persons
Article 21

The exchange of persons shall take place in the framework of higher studies, PhD studies, and
scientific and research internships. It shall also take the form of secondment programmes for
teaching staff specialising in the Polish language and culture and Polish language teachers, as
well as short visits.

Article 22

- The Parties shall ensure that persons participating in exchanges under the present
Programme have relevant valid travel health insurance covering all costs which may arise
during their stay in the territory of the other Party as a result of the need to return for health
reasons, urgent medical treatment, emergency hospital treatment or death. -

- Rules of entry and stay in connection with the implementation of the present Programme
are defined by domestic laws of the Parties.

Article 23

Terms and conditions for the exchange of persons under Articles 12 and 13 of the present
Programme:
1) The Receiving Party shall provide:

a) tuition-free education or internships at state higher education institutions or institutions
authorised to conduct PhD studies (in the Republic of Poland—those subordinate to the
Minister of Sciences and Higher Education),

b) the possibility of paid accommodation at student halls.

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2) The Sending Party shall provide the Receiving Party with the documents of candidates for
the next academic year through diplomatic channels, by 30 April each year.

3) The participant shall cover the costs of accommodation and board during studies, as well
as the costs of travel to and from the place of studies.

Article 24

Terms and conditions for the secondment of teaching staff specialising in language and
literature delegated to work in the Republic of Armenia under Article 14 and of Polish

language teachers delegated to work in the Republic of Armenia under Article 15 of the
present Programme:

1) The Armenian side shall provide:

a) monthly salaries and paid holidays,

b) free-of-charge accommodation, excluding payment of telephone bills,

¢) basic medical care as determined in domestic health care regulations,

d) assistance with the formalities required for the employment of a teaching staff member
specialising in the Polish language and literature or a Polish language teacher (work
permit, residency registration, one-year visa, etc.).

2) The Polish side shall cover the costs of travel of teaching staff specialising in the Polish
language and literature and of Polish language teachers to and from the place of
employment.

3) The Polish side shall provide the Armenian side with the documents of the teaching staff
member specialising in the Polish language and literature or the Polish language teacher
through diplomatic channels.

Article 25

Persons who have begun higher studies, PhD studies or an internship before the entry into
force of the present Programme shall continue their education until its planned conclusion on
terms stipulated beforehand.

Article 26

Personal data shall be exchanged in connection with the implementation of this Programme

under the following conditions:

1) The receiving Party may use personal data solely for the purposes of this Agreement and
solely on the terms and conditions as specified by the providing Party;

2) After the expiry of the purpose for transmitting personal data, they shall be immediately
destroyed and the providing Party shall be notified thereof;

3) The Parties shall be liable for the veracity of the provided personal data. Should the

provided data be inaccurate or not eligible for disclosure, the providing Party shall

immediately notify the receiving Party thereof, which shall immediately correct or destroy

such data;




unauthorised use, modification, loss, corruption or destruction;

5) Person whose personal data have been transferred shall have the right to:

a) Receive information about the providing and receiving Parties, and the intended use of
such data from the receiving Party,

b) Be given access to his or her data and make changes thereto.

VI. General and final provisions

Article 27

The present Programme shall not exclude the possibility of implementing other forms of
cooperation in the fields of culture, science and education, on condition that they are agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

Article 28

The Parties shall be able to amend the scope of the present Programme by way of exchanging
diplomatic notes, not later than 60 days before the end of the calendar year. Amendments
shall enter into force in accordance with the procedures that are necessary for the entry into
force of the present Programme.

Article 29

1. The present Programme shall enter into force on the date of its signature, and shall remain
in force until the entry into force of a new Programme, but no longer than until 31
December 2019.

2. The present Programme may be terminated at an earlier date than that stipulated in
paragraph 1 by either Party. In such case, the Party wishing to terminate the Programme
shall notify its intention to the other Party not less than 90 (ninety) days before the
proposed date of termination.
